LA COMISION DE LAS COMUNIDADES EUROPEAS,

Visto el Tratado constitutivo de la Comunidad Europea,

Visto el Reglamento (CE) n® 1784/2003 del Consejo, de 29 de
septiembre de 2003, por el que se establece la organizacién
comun de mercados en el sector de los cereales (1), y, en parti-
cular, su articulo 9, apartado 2,

Considerando lo siguiente

(1) El Reglamento (CE) n°® 2019/94 de la Comision, de 2 de
agosto de 1994, sobre las importaciones de residuos de
la fabricaciéon de almidén de maiz procedentes de los
Estados Unidos de América (3), ha sido modificado en
diversas ocasiones y de forma sustancial (). Conviene,
en aras de una mayor racionalidad y claridad, proceder
a la codificacién de dicho Reglamento.

(20  En el marco del GATT, la Comunidad y los Estados
Unidos de América han acordado clarificar la definicion
arancelaria de los residuos derivados de la fabricacion de
almid6én de maiz. Las importaciones de este producto en
la Comunidad estdn sujetas a la realizacion de andlisis de
laboratorio que permitan comprobar su conformidad con
la definicién arancelaria. El «Federal Grain Inspection Ser-
vice» (FGIS: Servicio Federal de Inspeccion de Cereales)
del Departamento de Agricultura de los Estados Unidos y
la industria estadounidense de la molienda liquida se han
comprometido a certificar, bajo la constante supervision
de las autoridades de los Estados Unidos de América, la
conformidad con la definicién acordada de las impor-
taciones de dichos productos que se efectiien en la Co-
munidad procedentes de los Estados Unidos de América.

(3)  Ademds del establecimiento de este sistema de certifica-
dos complementarios para comprobar la conformidad de
las importaciones procedentes de los Estados Unidos de
América, es conveniente que las medidas habituales de
control sigan aplicindose a las importaciones proceden-
tes de los Estados Unidos de América que vayan acom-
pafladas de esos certificados.

HA ADOPTADO EL PRESENTE REGLAMENTO:

Articulo 1

1. Se realizard un analisis de laboratorio para comprobar que
los residuos derivados de la fabricacion de almidén de maiz que
se importen en la Comunidad procedentes de los Estados Uni-
dos de América dentro del codigo NC 2309 90 20 se ajustan a
la definicién correspondiente a ese cédigo, para todo envio no
acompafiado de un certificado expedido por el Federal Grain
Inspection Service (FGIS) y de otro expedido por la industria
estadounidense de la molienda liquida, segtin se especifica en el
anexo [

2. Los envios procedentes de los Estados Unidos de América
que vayan acompafiados de los dos certificados previstos en el
apartado 1 estaran sujetos a las medidas habituales de control
de las importaciones.

Articulo 2

Antes del final de cada mes, los Estados miembros comunicardn
a la Comision las cantidades y el valor de los productos que,
acompaiiados de los certificados de conformidad previstos en el
articulo 1, apartado 1, hayan importado durante el mes anterior
dentro del codigo NC 2309 90 20.

Articulo 3
Queda derogado el Reglamento (CE) n° 2019/94.

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Articulo 4

cada Estado miembro.
